trouble, and by this many
become defiled”

And that’s just the book
of Hebrews, let alone all
the others books of the
New Testament (of which
there are many, many
more passages that relate
this truth). The Bible
clearly reveals that it is
possible to fall away from
God'’s grace. Knowing
that, we should be
inspired to remain faithful
and active for the Lord.
Let us watch our steps
and be careful not to fall.
“But we are not of
those who draw back to
perdition, but of those
who believe to the saving
of the soul” (Heb.
